  Emergency Ballots : Never used, unless first authorized by the Superintendent’s office. 

  Voter Birthdate: Always, ask for voters name and date of birth, you may have 2 voters with the same 
  name and in t he same household.  

ID Required: NJ DOES NOT require ID to vote. UNLESS:  

      Signature box in E-Poll Book states  “Active-Need ID Eligible - ID REQUIRED”. 

 Voter is Challenged, and must present ID as part of the Challenge process. 

Searching for Voter with Poll Book Scan Feature: Only the voter is permitted  
to scan their Drivers License or sample ballot.  

 
Make sure tags on pollbooks a nd voting machines match.  

    Use the CHAT option on the Poll Book to text questions and
 communicate with election officials.  

To Use - Click the Payroll button for the Board of Elections.
