Summer Class Walk of Fame 2018 

A voter enters your polling place wearing a     
campaign button for Paula Perfect. What should 
you do? This is an example of electioneering 
and you must ask the voter to remove the 
button. If a voter is wearing a t-shirt identifying 
support of a candidate or question on the ballot, 
the voter must be asked to leave the polling 
place to change attire.  

Electioneering is Not Permitted at the Polls! 

 

Electioneering is prohibited in polling places and within 100-
feet of polling locations. Any apparel, accessories, or other 
displays that identify candidates, political parties or public 
questions appearing on the ballot is considered electioneering. 
 
Thank you for your enforcement of this important directive! 

Synchronize the Time        

on the Voting Machine 

All machines are checked and verified when leaving 

the warehouse. However, the transportation pro-

cess can cause the time mechanism of the machine 

to go out of “sync”. When you open your machines, 

it is important to compare the time printed on your 

“Zero Proof” report with the time on your phone or 

watch to ensure the accuracy of the time displayed 

on the report. If there is a discrepancy, please note 

this on your incident report. Also, keep track of the 

accurate time to make sure that both machines  

remain open and accessible to voters until the clos-

ing of the polls at 8:00 p.m.   

Allow all voters in line by 8 p.m. the opportunity to 

vote.
