The published prices of RecAssist activities
in this booklet reflect a discount of 15-50% from the prices
advertised to the general public. The certified participating
agency is responsible for covering the program costs listed in
this booklet.

To ensure that these important resources are
accessible to our residents, regardless of their ability to pay, the Monmouth County Park System implemented RecAssist for Groups.

6. If you reserve a program at Historic Longstreet Farm, you will receive an invoice that must be paid in advance of your program
date. If this is not done, your farm program may be cancelled.

7. For all other programs, your invoice will be mailed for payment after your program has taken place.
