From the Emley’s Hill lot kiosk, 
head onto the Bridges Trail.

Explore the Rockery and hook onto 
the Meadow Walk trail, exploring 
the various groves.

Starting at the Visitor Center, head 
onto the Woods Walk North Trail, 
keeping left at the fork after the 
first bridge.

After admiring all of the historic 
structures nearby, explore the area 
around the gristmill.

After enjoying the sights at Historic 
Longstreet Farm, go for a stroll 
around the nearby pond.
