Patti Conroy, Assistant Superintendent of Recreation, noted the proposed fee represents a 3% 
increase in the Exhibitor and Vendor Fees.  Patti Conroy also recommended that two (2) day 
snack vendors become five (5) day snack vendors in the Outdoor Entertainment Area. 
 
Commissioner Brim thanked Patti Conroy and complimented her for her conscientious review 
in making the corrections.
