At 7:18 PM, Commissioner Brim arrived at the meeting.
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3. Mr. Timothy G. Hill, as President of the New Jersey Recreation and Park Association
(NJRPA), presented a Citation of Appreciation to Vice Chairman Frederick C. Kniesler, in
Recognition of his dedicated service to the Association.

Vice Chairman Khniesler addressed the Board and noted his background as a native of
Monmouth County, education and career in public service, and thanked his family for their support,
and the Board for its work in serving the recreational needs of the citizens of Monmouth County.

4. Mr. Timothy G. Hill, as President of the New Jersey Recreation and Park Association
(NJRPA), presented Chairman Edward J. Loud and the Board a Plaque in Recognition of the
Monmouth County Park System’s 50" Anniversary.

Chairman Loud thanked Tim Hill for NJRPA’s Recognition of the 50" Anniversary of the Park System.

Commissioner Rummel complimented Vice Chairman Kniesler for his years of service on the Board.

Commissioner Harmon noted Fred Kniesler’s roots in Monmouth County and Fred’s interest in the
County’s history.
