For the girls, Riddhi Singh (43) shot the lowest score overall in her age group among both 

boys and girls, and Emily Friend (67) took second place. 

 

In the Junior Division, a three player tie resulted in another playoff, lasting 4 holes, and was 

won with a birdie by Bobby Weise (69) over Chris Gotterup (69). The third place finish went 

to Tylor Hechtle (69), who was last year’s winner in the Children’s Division.  For the girls, 

first place went to Haley Mander (82), second place to Alisha Patel (91) and third place to 

Mary McCafferty (94). 

 

In the Senior Division, it was a very tight finish for the boys. Dawson Jones shot an 

impressive par (60), edging out Robert Don (62) by two strokes for first place. The third place 

finish went to Max Lerner (63).
