WOOL DAYS/SHEEP SHEARING HELD
AT HISTORIC LONGSTREET FARM

HOLMDEL-- From 12noon-3pm on Saturday and Sunday, April 23-24, Historic
Longstreet Farm, Longstreet Road, Holmdel will host Wool Days/Sheep Shearing.
Visitors will see how sheep were sheared during the Victorian era and enjoy
demonstrations by sheep-herding dogs. On Saturday, the farm will provide wagon rides
to a neighboring site, the Monmouth County Historical Association’s Holmes-
Hendrickson House, where staff will demonstrate the way wool was used in Colonial
America with spinning and weaving activities.
