Seasonal beach badges and parking passes will also be available at Seven Presidents 

Oceanfront Park Pavilion, Ocean Avenue, Long Branch, starting Saturday, May 11. Hours are 

8am-4pm, weekends and Memorial Day.  Daily starting Saturday, June 15. Purchases at Seven 

Presidents Oceanfront Park must be paid with cash or check. (Sorry, no credits cards.)  

Lifeguards will be on duty weekends and Memorial Day starting Saturday, May 25 and daily 

starting Saturday, June 15. 

 

Season beach badges are $45 for ages 13-17; $65 for adults 18 to 64; and $25 for adults 65 and 

older. Season parking passes are $65.  Season badges are effective until September 2. 

Weekday beach fees are $7 for individuals 18 years old and over; those 17 and under are free. 

On weekends and holidays, the fee is $7 for individuals 13 years old and over; those 12 and 

under are free. The cost of a daily parking pass is $7.
