Wednesday afternoon tours are offered at 2, 3 & 4pm July 3 

through August 28. Evening tours are offered on the first Friday of each month through 

September. Please call (732) 751-9453 as times vary for the evening tours. All tours are 

weather and water level dependent. 



The fee is $5.61 per adult and $3.50 per child age 12 and under (tax not included).  Tickets are 

available in the lower level of the Visitor Center.  Please arrive 10 minutes prior to departure.
