The Fair gate is open 5-11 p.m. on Wednesday-Friday, July 22-24; 3-11 p.m. on Saturday, 

July 25; and 11 a.m.-6 p.m. on Sunday, July 26 at East Freehold Showgrounds, Kozloski 

Road, Freehold Township.  Admission is $8 per person. Children 12 and under are free.
